THE BODY AND BLOOD OF CHRIST 
1324 The Eucharist is "the source and 
summit of the Christian life." ... For in the 
blessed Eucharist is contained the whole 
spiritual good of the Church, namely 

Christ himself, our Pasch." 
1337 The Lord, having loved those who were his 

own, loved them to the end.  ...  In order to leave 
them a pledge of this love, in order never to depart 
from his own and to make them sharers in his Pass-
over, he instituted the Eucharist as the memorial of 
his death and Resurrection, and commanded his 
apostles to celebrate it until his return; "thereby he 
constituted them priests of the New Testament." 

1356 If from the beginning Christians have cele-
brated the Eucharist and in a form whose substance 
has not changed despite the great diversity of times 
and liturgies, it is because we know ourselves to be 
bound by the command the Lord gave on the eve of 
his Passion: "Do this in remembrance of me." 

1357 We carry out this command of the Lord by 
celebrating the memorial of his sacrifice.  In so do-
ing, we offer to the Father what he has himself given 
us: the gifts of his creation, bread and wine which, 
by the power of the Holy Spirit and by the words of 
Christ, have become the body and blood of Christ.  
Christ is thus really and mysteriously made present.

YEAR OF THE PRIEST 
Pope Benedict XVI has declared that the 
Church will observe a Year for Priests 
which begins this Friday, June 19, 2009 
and continues through June 19, 2010.  The 

Holy Father said he was calling for this year long ob-
servance in an effort to foster the priest's yearning "for 
spiritual perfection, upon which the effectiveness of 
their ministry principally depends." 

The Holy Father will open the special year with a 
Vespers service at the Vatican this Friday – the Feast 
of the Sacred Heart of Jesus and the day for the 
sanctification of priests.   

During this jubilee year, the pope will also pro-
claim St. John Vianney to be patron saint of all the 
world's priests.  At present he is considered the pa-
tron saint of parish priests.  This year marks the 
150th anniversary of the death of this 19th-century 
saint who represents a "true example of a priest at 
the service of the flock of Christ," the pope said.  St. 
John Vianney is widely known to Catholics as the 
Curè (parish priest) of Ars who won over the hearts 
of his villagers in France by visiting with them, teach-
ing them about God and reconciling people to the 
Lord in the confessional. 

During this Jubilee Year, lay people need to pray 
for priests and pray for vocations to the priesthood 
and Religious life, and read more about the vital role 
of priests in the life of the Church.
