Natural Family Planning (NFP) is a safe, effective 
way to (1) help a couple achieve pregnancy, (2) space 
out pregnancies, or (3) avoid pregnancy.  It is not con-
traception.  It is not the old "rhythm method".  Modern 
methods of NFP are safe and clinically proven to be 
highly effective at avoiding pregnancy, when used 
properly.  They are based on the readily observable 
signs of fertility and infertility present in each men-
strual cycle.  Any woman, regardless of the regularity 
or irregularity of her cycles, can use NFP effectively.  
It has no harmful physical side effects.  NFP fosters 
authentic marital love, respect, honesty, and couple 
communication and helps couples learn to love as 
God loves with the total gift of self in the marriage act 
as well as in everyday living.  NFP, when used prop-
erly, is "marriage insurance."  Surveys indicate that 
couples who practice NFP have a practically non-
existent divorce rate.
