Father Robert Spitzer, SJ, Ph.D., stepped down in July as 
President of Gonzaga University to return to full-time study, 

teaching, and developing curricula in the areas of  Faith and Reason 
and Ethical Leadership for students worldwide, using web based 

technologies and the two Institutes he founded 5 years ago.  His hope 
is to redress the problems of atheism, agnosticism, secularism, and 

materialism.  This innovative priest’s diverse areas of interest include 
theology, physics, metaphysics, ethics. public accounting, and 

finance.  He is a leading spokesman on the right to life and is known 
to many Catholics as host of several series on EWTN.  On issues of 
ethics he has addressed corporations, governments, and audiences 
worldwide.  He earned his Ph.D. from The Catholic University of 
America, and holds a Th.M. from the Weston School, a M.Div. in 

Theology from the Gregorian University in Rome, a M.A. in 
Philosophy from St. Louis University, and a B.B.A. in Public 

Accounting and Finance from Gonzaga University.
