COMMON SENSE FLU PRECAUTIONS

FOR SUNDAY MASS

o If you are sick, you should not be at Mass. There is
no obligation to participate in Mass when you are
seriously ill. It is not charitable to give your cold or
flu to someone else.

¢ |f you cough or sneeze, cover your mouth. Use a
handkerchief or a Kleenex®. Then, wash your
hands in the Church restroom.

e |tis not customary to hold hands during the Our Fa-
ther in our Church. We encourage you to pray with
your hands in the ancient “Orans” position.

e You can exchange the Sign of Peace without shak-
ing hands. If you are concerned that the person
next to you has a cold or has just coughed, you can
turn to that person and say: “The peace of Christ be
with you” and then bow in their direction.

¢ If you are sick, do not receive from the chalice.
Proper respect dictates that you not receive from
the cup if you are ill.

¢ Frequent thorough washing of hands for at least 20
seconds with anti-bacterial soap is recommended.
Our restrooms have anti-bacterial soap.

o Always pray for the sick in our church.
