Ash Wednesday is the first day of 
Lent and occurs 46 days before 
Easter.  It is a moveable fast, falling 
on a different date each year since 
it is dependent on the date of East-
er.  According to the gospels, Je-
sus spent 40 days fasting in the 
desert before the beginning of his 
public ministry during which he 
endured temptation by Satan.  Ash 
Wednesday marks the beginning of 
this 40-day liturgical period of pray-
er and fasting.  It is a season of 
penance, reflection, fasting and 
reconciliation which prepares us 
for Christ's Resurrection on Easter 

Sunday.  The Alleluia is not sung.  The 
altar is not decorated with flowers.  It 
is also a Season set aside to remind 
us of the saving waters of Baptism as 
the Catechumens, those who are pro-
gressing through RCIA (Rite of Chris-
tian Initiation for Adults), are being 
prepared for their baptism at the East-
er Vigil Liturgy.  Why do we receive 
ashes?  Following the example of the 
Ninevites, who did penance in sack-
cloth and ashes, our foreheads are 
marked with ashes to humble our 
hearts and reminds us and others that 
life passes away on Earth as we are 
told: “Remember you are dust, and to 
dust you shall return:” or “Turn away 
from sin and be faithful to the Gospel.”  
Ashes are a symbol of penance made 
sacramental by the blessing of the 
Church, and they help us develop a 
spirit of humility and sacrifice.

THE RCIA RITE OF ELECTION: 
As part of our parish’s 26-week long 
RCIA process which prepares adults who 
wish to enter into full membership into

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CHURCH GUIDELINES REGARDING 
ABSTINENCE & FASTING DURING LENT 
NOTE: Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, 
and all Fridays during Lent are Days of 
Abstinence.  In addition, Ash Wednesday 

and Good Friday are Days of Fast.  What does this 
mean to you? 
♦ Fasting is to be observed by all Catholics between 
the ages of 18-59 years (inclusive).   
 

On Ash Wednesday and Good Friday: Fasting 
means that one full meal; and two smaller meals 
may be taken, sufficient to maintain strength accord-
ing to one’s needs, but together they should not equal 
another full meal.  Fasting also means that eating or 
snacking between meals is not permitted, although 
drinking of liquids is allowed. 
♦ Abstinence is a penitential practice which consists 
of refraining from the consumption of meat and 
meat by-products and is to be observed by all Cath-
olics who are 14 years of age and older (and unlike 
fasting there is no ending upper age limit.)
